UE. Seilir y cynigion hyn o gwmpas defnyddio rhaglen waith flynyddol y CE yn fan cychwyn wrth nodi 
materion polisi sydd yn flaenoriaeth ar gyfer monitro a chraffu ymhellach yn ystod y flwyddyn. Yn ei 
gyfarfod ar 11 Tachwedd 2004,cytunodd Y Pwyllgor Materion Ewropeaidd ac Allanol ar yr agwedd 
newydd hon at graffu ar ddeddfwriaeth yr UE, a chadarnhawyd hyn gan Banel y Cadeiryddion ar 7 
Rhagfyr 2004. 

Mae’r papur hwn felly yn rhoi i’r Aelodau drosolwg ar y flwyddyn sydd i ddod yn yr UE a chrynodeb 
hefyd o strategaeth pum mlynedd y Comisiwn. Mae’n cynnig awgrymiadau ar gyfer blaenoriaethau 
craffu’r DETh yn 2005, wedi’u seilio ar ddadansoddiad o raglen waith y CE ar gyfer 2005 ac ar waith 
o’r flwyddyn 2004 sy’n para ymlaen. 

Cyd-destun UE 2005 

Gwelir yn 2005 adolygu mawr ar amcanion tymor-hir yr UE. Trafodir dyfodol ‘Strategaeth Lisbon’ gan 
yr Aelod Wladwriaethau yng Nghyngor y Gwanwyn (Mawrth 2005). Mae Llywydd y Comisiwn 
Ewropeaidd, Jose Manuel Barroso, eisoes wedi cyflwyno cyfraniad y Comisiwn ar ffurf strategaeth 
newydd i’r UE "Twf a Swyddi" (31 Ionawr 2005). 

Bydd trafod cyllideb yr UE i’r dyfodol2007-2013 yn para yn ystod eleni a bydd hyn yn penderfynu ffurf 
a chwmpas rhaglenni cyllido’r UE, igan gynnwys rhaglenni’r cronfeydd strwythurol. Mae Llywyddiaeth 
Luxembourg yn anelu at gael cytundeb yng Nghyngor mis Mehefinond, a derbyn bod syniadau 
gwahanol iawn ar y mater, efallai na cheir cytundeb tan ddiwedd 2005 neu hyd yn oed 2006. 



Wrth dderbyn Llywyddiaeth yr UE yn ail hanner y flwyddyn, caiff y DU gyfle i lywio’r UE tuag at rai 
o’i blaenoriaethau hi’i hun.. Yng Nghymru y cynhelir Y Cyngor Cystadleurwydd Anffurfiol (10-12 
Gorfennaf) a chyfarfod anffurfiol Gweinidogion Tramor yr UE, a elwir yn Gymnich (1-2 Medi). Bydd 
Cymru hefyd yn croesawu Digwyddiad Ieuenctid (25 – 27 Hydref). 

Mabwysiadwyd strategaeth y Comisiwn Ewropeaidd ar gyfer ei fandad pum mlynedd (2005-2009) a’i 
raglen waith ar gyfer 2005 ill dwy, a chyflwynwyd hwy i’r Llywodraeth Ewropeaidd ar 26 Ionawr 2005, 
gan Lywydd y Comisiwn, Jose Manuel Barroso. Ceir gwybodaeth fwy cyffredinol am strategaeth y 
Comisiwn mewn papur a baratowyd ar gyfer y Pwyllgor Materion Ewropeaidd ac Allanol ar 24 
Chwefror 2005.

●     Papur Gwyrdd ar Fenter Ewropeaidd ar Effeithlonrwydd Ynni: Bydd y Papur Gwyrdd ar 
effeithlonrwydd ynni a ddisgwylir ym mis Mehefin 2005 yn nodi’r dewisiadau polisi a’r mesurau 
posibl y gellid eu gweithredu yn y pum mlynedd nesaf a’r canlyniadau a ddisgwylir yn eu sgil. 
Bydd yn nodi’r rhwystrau yn y farchnad, sydd yn gomedd cyrraedd arbedion potensial cost-
effeithiol presennol o 20% .

●     Gohebiaeth ar ynni adnewyddadwy: Bydd hon, a ddisgwylir ym mis Rhagfyr 2005 yn ohebiaeth 
ar y cyd rhwng Cynghorau/Llywodraeth, Nid oes mwy o fanylion ar hyn o bryd, ond efallai y 
bydd y Pwyllgor yn dewis trafod hyn am y rhesymau uchod. 

Mae Atodiad B i’r papur hwn yn rhestru cynigion deddfwriaethol o’r blynyddoedd cynt, sydd yn dal i 
gael eu trafod. Dygwyd llawer o’r rhain i sylw’r Pwyllgor yn ystod 2004. Trafodwyd amryw o’r 
cynigion mewn cyfarfod ar y cyd â Phwyllgor yr Amgylchedd, Cynllunio a Chefn Gwladar16 Mehefin 
2004. Mae eraill, megis Rhagolygon Ariannol 2007-2013 yn gysylltiedig â’r blaenoriaethau a 
amlinellwyd uchod a byddant felly yn cael eu trafod gan y Pwyllgor os cytunir ar y blaenoriaethau hyn.

Mawrth 2004. 

●     Cyfarwyddeb REACH (Cofrestru, Gwerthuso ac Awdurdodicemegolion): dan y drefn a 
gynigirgan y Comisiwn, byddai sefydliadau sydd yn cynhyrchu neu’n mewnforiomwy nag un 
dunnell fetrig o sylwedd cemegol mewn blwyddyn yn gorfod cofrestru hynny mewn basdata 
canolog.

Dylanwadu ar gynigion polisi’r UE: potensial i’r Pwyllgor gymryd rhan yn 
hyn

Mae pob pwyllgor pwnc yn derbyn papur a ddarparwyd gan Wasanaeth Pwyllgor ac Ymchwil yr 
Aelodau (MRCS) ar raglen waith y Comisiwn. Ar ôl iddynt glustnodi’u blaenoriaethau, y pwyllgorau a’r 
clerciaid fydd yn penderfynu sut yr eir â’r mater ymlaen fel y gwnaent gydag unrhyw eitem arall: 
comisiynu papurau gan Lywodraeth Cynulliad Cymru neu ffynonellau eraill, a, lle mae hynny’n briodol, 
ymateb yn uniongyrchol i sefydliadau’r UE. 

I hyrwyddo hyn, bydd GPYA yn darparu’r wybodaeth ddiweddaraf o amryw o ffynonellau yn gyson i’r 
Aelodau, gan ddilyn eu hynt drwy’r Cyngor a’r senedd Ewropeaidd, gydag awgrymiadau eraill ar gyfer 
cyfleoedd i ddylanwadu ar y broses.. Bydd bwydo’r aelodau â gwybodaeth a’u rhybuddio pan fydd 
materion perthnasol yn mynd i godi yn un o swyddogaethau allweddol swyddog Gwasanaeth Seneddol y 
Cynulliad ym Mrwsel.

Integration of people excluded 
from the job market – second 
phase of consultation with social 
partners.

This Communication introduces the second phase of the 
consultation on the integration of people excluded from the 
labour market in the EU. The consultation is with the social 
partners and takes into account the results from the first stage of 
the consultation, which took place at the end of 2004. 

Thematic strategy for the urban 
environment

The Thematic Strategy seeks to improve the environmental 
performance of Europe’s towns and cities, and secure a healthy 
living environment for Europe’s urban citizens. It will do this by 
seeking to provide a co-ordinated and coherent policy framework 
with mechanisms and solutions for addressing the environmental 
problems in Europe’s urban areas. It will focus on 4 priority areas 
– environmental management in urban areas, sustainable urban 
transport, sustainable construction and sustainable urban design.

Communication on eAccessibility This communication addresses the barriers created by the 
applications of technology, in particular for elderly people and 
people with disabilities. It will outline European policies and 
actions to promote accessibility, focusing on public procurement, 
certification and legislation.

Communication on a new 
programme on health and 
consumer policy, and proposal for 
a Decision of the European 
Parliament and the Council.

1. Financial Perspectives 2007-2013 (Commission 
Communication 2004 – 487, heading 3 "citizenship"): health and 
consumer policy programme to replace the existing instruments 
in this area.
2. Current consumer policy strategy runs out at the end of 2006, 
financial instrument expires 2007, combined instrument is to be 
launched by then.
3. Current Public Health Programme expires at the end of 2008.

New political approach for consumer policy and health, 
streamlining of instruments.

This is consistent with the new Commission Health strategy, 
which will take the form of a Commission Communication.
If not done, this will leave consumer and public health policies 
without political and financial programme in the medium term.



Thematic strategy on the 
prevention and recycling of waste 

The main aim of the waste prevention and recycling strategy is to 
reduce, via life-cycle based approach, the environmental impact 
of waste and waste treatment operations. EU wide standards for 
waste treatment plants, focussing on recycling facilities are being 
considered as are recycling targets for priority materials. Other 
measures considered include a revision of the Waste Framework 
Directive (including the definition of disposal and recovery and 
clarifying the borders of the waste definition) and the 
development of a framework for waste prevention action 
(possibly including an obligation for Member States to set up 
waste prevention programmes and a Recommendation setting out 
best practice).

A consultation paper COM (2003) 301, Towards a thematic 
strategy on the prevention and recycling of waste was issued in 
2003.
