and sewage

e Hydro power scheme at the top lake which destroyed vast areas of spawning
beds introduction of 2km tunnel to divert fish to top waters

e Further hydro power scheme intended in Glyn rhonwy where abstraction of
water from Padarn lake site of sssi and endangered stocks of charr this is now
under planning with CNC/NRW for environmental license

e Sewage treatment works which are placed along the river and discharge into
system

e Poaching on increase enforcement officers trying their best but only 7 now in
northern district when years ago there were 6 locally, more enforcement
officers needed

e Gwyrfai dam at cwellyn hindrance to fish also work carried out at Nant mill falls
needs addressing

e Llyfni continuous dredging of bottom pool without discussion of owners
sewage problems that need addressing also silt from near by quarry

e 0800 807060 number totally useless time wasted trying to inform operators of
location better scheme needs to be introduced
